Position description and overview: Farm, Cook, Eat is a classroom-based outreach program offered through the Dickinson College Farm. Structured like an after-school class, Farm, Cook, Eat is developed, organized and taught by the Student Coordinator. The mission of each class aims to educate 15 racially and socio-economically diverse 3rd or 4th grade students on sustainable, local, and healthy eating through interactive and fun learning experiences. The Farm, Cook, Eat Program seeks to empower students to learn age appropriate skills for preparing simple dishes using farm-fresh produce from the college’s farm. 
The Farm, Cook, Eat Student Coordinator position seeks a current Dickinson College student who is creative, organized and has a passion for youth-based food education. The coordinator must be self-motivated, flexible, and an effective communicator.  In addition to developing teaching and youth outreach skills, the coordinator will gain experience in networking with members of the college faculty, student volunteers and educational professionals in Carlisle. 
Student applicants should be van certified, or able to become van certified, as well as comfortable selecting and leading a group of 3-4 student volunteers to assist in weekly lessons.
This is an eight hour per week paid position which includes a full weekday afternoon (1:30 PM-5:30PM) of the student’s choice for class preparation and execution. Please note that the Farm, Cook, Eat program runs for eight consecutive weeks (skipping holidays and breaks) during the semester. The student coordinator will also have the option of working one shift per week at Dickinson College Farm alongside other student farmers to fulfill the remaining work hours.
