to force Intervention and possibly compn
ann¢xation are responsible for igniting

the fives of racial hatred.
The Inability of the Gomez governmen

to preserve order is daily more gtaringly
apmurent. The American note of June 4
declared that ‘“‘continued failure” to
this would inevitably force the United

States to intervene.

“‘American interests are mainly re-
sponsible for inciting and fomenting dis-
order in both Cuba and Central America,
and their object is to bring about an-
nexation if possible,” said Senator Nel-
son last night. “] am opposed to this
step. and I belicve the Senate should in-
ves$tigate the situation.

“You can understand the desire of the
American sugar intecrests to bring about
Intervention in Cuba and subsequent an-
nexation. when you recall that Cuban
sugar imports are now taxed 80 per cent
of the tariff duties fixed In the Payne
taviff law. If the Island were ‘annexed
tn the SUnited States, thls sugar would
come in free and the trust would profit
amazingly.

‘ Wants Testimony of Rebels.

“My ldea is that the testimony of the
leaders of the rebellion should be se-
cured by the foreign relations committee
of the Senate, either by sending a sub-
committee to the island or by inviting
them to come to Washington and state
their grievances.

*“If this cannot-be done, the leaders
should be captured and tried on the
charge of Inciting rebellion and revolu-
tion. and the truth as to who is financing
their activities learned in this way.”

Continuing, Senator Nelson said he had
noticed that the demand for annexa-
tion was madc in some quarters imme-
diately following every outbreak in any
of our Latin-American neighbors. The
revolutions were financed with this end

in view, he said.
Senor Orestes, speaker of the Cuban
house of representatives, arrived In

Washington yesterday. He minimizes the
extent of the revolution, says the com-
paratively small number of negroes in
revolt have limited ammunition, and that
the government can readily ‘suppress
them. Representative Sulzer, chairman
of the House foreign affairs committee,
will take him to th State Department
today. Mr. Sulzer is against intervention,
and declares that the chief need of the
sitaution is further investigation.

Rains Restore Quiet.

Havana, June 9.—A deluge of rain,
which began this morning and threatened
to continue all night, relieved the city of
Havana of the dreaded peril of an upris-
ing of the whites against the negroes.
The streets of the capital this evening
were deserted, save for patrols of mount-
ed rurales, regular infantry, the police,
and home guards. There was not the
least indication of disorder.

Presidential Secretary Ramirez tonight
sent the following letter to the Asso-
g mted Press correspondent

“What happened in Havana last night
is without importance. Evén those who
serve the yellow press, and who read
its exaggerated reports., will agree that
what 1 =ay is true. You, having been
present. and having seen what occurred,
can judge with accuracy how passions.
excited by the existing propaganda in
Havana. and by the false news circulated,
have resulted in collisions between the
whites and the blacks, which the polic:
quelled.
“*In general, the situation is improving
in Oriente. The racial movement is dis-
appcaring. and the insurgent bodies of
any importance are dissolving before the
constant pursuit of our soldiers. We have
now in Oriente upward of 14000 troops.
including rurales. regulars, volunteers.

I am convinced that soon the whol¢
republic will be pacificd—but not ncces-
sarily within five or six days.”

Goeorge, <truck in the lexr by a glancing
bullet.

Nineteen hundred prisoners were sitting
down to dinner this afternoon, when 290
or 300 of the men began throwing dishes

and food about. They were driven out
with hose spouting steam. several bheing
severely burned.

The majority of the convicets who had
taken no part in the demvunstration and
Wwere anxious to escape made a rush for
the three doors. At two of the doors
they passed unmolested. At the third
several of the rioters gathered and en-
deavored to hlock egress. their purpose
being to keep the men in the mess hall
and proleng the demonstration.

It was here that Lynwood. one of the

leaders of the mutineers, "was shot
down, A zmuard’'s buliet pierced his
chest, and he died almost instantly.
Taylor received a bullet through Hhis
hand. The bullet glanced and struck
George in the leg. George had taken
no part in the disturbance.

The prisoners were quickly marched
to their cells. but even after being
locked up they continued their shrieks
of defiance until laute tonight.

Taft Committeemen Angry, but
Will Not Answer Charges.

DIXON DENOUNCES “PLOT”

Will Continue Contests, as He Wants
“Robbery Don: in Daylight.”

Roosevelt Manager Foresees Plan to Un-
seat Delegates From California, South
Dakota, Waghington, and Missouri.
Colonel to Be in Chicago Some Time
During the Week-—Taft Steering
Committee Is Formed.

Chicago, June 9.—A majority of the
members of the Republican national com-
mittece after a lengthy conference today
unofficially decided to refrain from any
comment upon the statement issued last
night by Col. ‘Theodore Roosevelt, in
which the former President’ denounced
the action of the committee in seating
the two Taft delegates from- the Nlnlh
Alabama district,

Today's impromptu meeting of national
committee members was held at a down-
town hotel, and was attended exclusively
by those committeemen who generally
are accepted as being favorable to Presl-
dent Taft's candidacy for renomination.

Committeemen Are Indignant.

Certain of the committeemen who at-
tended the meeting expressed great in-
dignation at the text of Col. Roosevelt's
statement, which they declared was de-
serving of an emphatic reply. Others,
however, counseled agalnst a reply of any
kind, and urged their fellow committeé
members to ignore the statement. This

~advice finally prevailed.

Scarcely any of the Taft members of
the committee would discuss today’s
meeting after it had been concluded. Oune,
however, said:

‘““We are going to stand on our actions,
regardless of the remarks of persons who
are prejudiced and unfair. The work
speaks for itself, yxd that is all there is
to it. There is but one way to handle
unreasonable people, and that is to ig-
nore them."”

Dizon Makes Charges.

Senator Dixon tgnight issued a state-
ment in which he denied reports that the
Roosevelt managers intended to withdraw
pending contests. In this connection the
statement said:

“QOf course. we do not intend to do any
such thing. Every contest will be pre-
sented by us. If a majority of the na-
tional committee is prepared to deliberate-
ly unseat Roosevelt delegates, as the Taft
managers insist they will do, we are go-
ing to see that the robbery is committed
in the open daylight and in the full view
of 90,000,000 American citizens.

‘It is perfectly apparent that the Taft
managers have under perfect control
enough members of the national commit-
tee to do exactly as they please regarding
the remainder of the contests. nearly all
of which are from the Republican States
of the North and West.

To Unseat Primary Delegate.

“To gain temporary control of the con-

vention the inner circle of Taft man-
agers bholdly have determined to unseat
Roosevelt delegates  from California.

Washington. Missouri, and South Dalkota,.
In California and South * Dakota Col.
Roosevelt received overwhelming major-
ities in the preferential primaries.

“Tn  Missouri and Washington Col
Roosevelt had majorities of from 30 t{o
400 In the State conventions.”

At the Taft headquarters, although Rep-
resentative Willjam B. McKinley, of
1Ninois. manager of the Taft campaign,
was absent. other men of prominence dis-
cussed plans for the final week before the
national convention.is called to order.

Republican national committee tomorrow,
whgn the Taft *‘steam roller’ again gets
into operation. It will be on account of
the determination of the Taft men to
pass Arizona and Cahfonnla, and put
them at the bottom of the llst of the
States contesting. George A. Knight, the
member for California, and W, S. Sturges,
the member from Arizona, asked that
their contests be postponed until Monday
in order to allow the men representing
the contesting delegations time to reach
Chicago. ('ntil this evening Mr. Inight
supposed California would be considered
tomorrow. ¥rancis J. Heney, one of the
dclegates at large, arrived today, and
was to appear for the two men from the
Fourth district, whose seats are contest-

ed. There are no contests filed against
any of the other delegates froin that
State.

It was expected that the Fourth dis-
trict would be taken up at once. At
least that was the understanding of

Mr. Knight and other members of the
committee who are supporting Col.
Roosevelt. The reason for postponing
California will be that once having

been passed, it goes to the bottom of
the list. That is the public reason.
The real reason is that the commit-
tee may possibly want to unseat the
22 delegates from California on the
ground that they were not clected ac-
cording to the call of the national
committee, but by the entire State at
large. California men supporting Col
Roosevelt are Dbitterly condemning
Gov. Hiram W. Johnson for this state
of affairs. saying that he insisted upon
slecting all the delegates at large
against the advice of Senator Borah
and others who thought that the call
of the committee should be followed.

SEEMED WELL AT DINNER

Several Hours Later His Corpse Is
~_Discovered in His Bed.

‘Chief of Staff for Admiral Dewey -in
the Spanish War and Friend of Presi-
dent Cleveland—Had Been in.Failing

" Health Several Months—Last Question
Was About Baseball—Funeral Serv-
ices Tuesday—Burial at Arlington.

Rear Admiral Benjamin Peffer Lamber-
ton, U. S. N.. retired. onec of Dresident
Grover Cleveland’'s intimate {riends, a
chum of “l"igllting" Bob Evans, and chief
of Admiral Dewey's staff during thé
Spanish war, was found dead in his bed
last night by his son at his home, 1319 N
street northwest. Although his health
had been rapidly failing for the past two
months, he seemed to be well at dinner
last night. After dinner he went to bed,
and' when his son went to sp@ak toe him
at 9:30 o’clock he was dead. Heart dis-
ease was the cause.

Admiral L.amberton, 68 years old, was
one of the most Qopular officers in the
service, He was born in Cumberland
county, Pa., February 25. 1844. He was ap-
pointed to the Naval Academy in 1861, and

raduated in 1S64.

His Promotwn Was Rapid.

Owing to This excellent services during
the civil war, he was promoted from the
grade of ensign to lieutenant commander
within a very short time. Within two
years after graduation he was raised to
the rank of master, and within a half
vear to the rank of lieutenant comman-
der. In 1869, but five years after his
graduation, he was made commander.
On June 2, 1885, he was given the rank
of captain, and in 1898 he was commis-
sioned rear admiral.

While on torpedo duty at the Charles-
town navy yard at Boston he made some
experiments which made the use of tor-
pedoes at that time possible. He made
exhaustive studies of the firing head and
the evplosl‘ es used at _that time. During

experiments witl
powder. 3
Ile served more:ih'an ‘a Year in the civit
war. He was atf@éhed to the U. 8. S.
America, which had engagements with
the Confederate steamers Florida and
Tallahassce.

Fought at Mam]a Bay.

In 1903 he was commissioned rear ad-
miral. He was Admiral Dewey's chief
of staff ‘at Manila Bay, and in command
of Dewey's flagship, the Olympia. He re-
ceived the surrender of the Spanish offi-
cers at Cavite, following the battle of
Manila Bay. IMe was advanced seven
numbers for ‘“conspicuous and eminent
conduct” during this battle. On his re-
turn to the United States he -was placed
in command of the south Atlantic squad-
ron. In 1904 he was ordered to the Naval
War College, and a year later he was
made chairman of the lighthouse board.
He was retired February 26, 1906.

Went Hunting Wiﬂ;l Cleveland.

During Cleveland's sccond administra-
tion, and while Admiral Lamberton was

a fast friendship sprang up between the
men. Many 'ut’ the stories told about
Cleveland's love for the sport of fishing
are connected with the name of his
friend. Many times the two stole away
from their work and went for a hunting
or fishing trip in the Potomac River or
Chesapeake Bay aboard the old  light
house tender Maple, which, previsioned
in advance, used to slip quietly away
from a liltle-used wharf, at.the foot of
Seventh street.

“Fighting Bob"’ Evans considered Rear
Admiral Lamberton as one of his best
friends, and the two men kept in close
touch with-each other throughout their
lives. On +he cruise around the world,
Admiral TLamberton often expressed his
regret that he could not have accom-
panied his friend “Bob.”

He was a strong baseball fan, and the
last. question which he asked his son was,
“How did the game come out today?”
He seemed pleased as a child when he
~was— told that the home team had won
its tenth straight game.

Arrangements for the Funeral.

During his active service he was con-
sidered ‘one of the best officers in
the navy, and was held in the highest
regard by his junior officers and men.
Several times during both the civil war
and the Spanish war he. distinguished
himself by bravery and cool-headed de-
cisions in time of battle.

"He is survived by a married son, B. P.
Lamberton, ir. He will be buried in the
Arlington National. Cemetery beside his
wife. who died a year ago. The funeral
services will be held on Tuesday.

REBEL SEIZED BY U. S.

Enrile, Ex-Financier of Mexi-
can Revolt, a Prisoner.

CLOSE . T0 DEATH IN JUAREZ

Taken Before Col. Jose Orozco, Execu-
tion Is Ordered, but Frantic Plea for
Life Finally Is Granted—Officer' Who
Arrested Him Found Dead Later.
Captured by a Texas Ranger.

E] Paso, Tex., June 9.—Gonzdles C. En-
rile, deposed financial executive of the
Mexican revolution, fleeing to the United
States from enemies in the rebel zone,
who tried to kill him,»was arrested early
today by C. H. Webster, a Texas ranger,
as Enrile crossed the International bridge
from Juarez.

Tonight Enrile, once right-hand man of
Gen. Orozco, author of a .caustic anti-
American proclamation, and chief pro-
moter of the present revolution, is a
prisoner of the United States authorities.
His arrest was' ordered by the Mexican’
federal government, which charges En-
rile with embezzlement of funds while
consul under President Diaz at Clifton,
Ariz., cighteen months ago. His extradi-
tion on this charge would place him at
the mercy of the Mexican government for
his political acts.

Enrile handled the funds of the revolu-
tion for three months and admittedly
made many encmies, finally bYeing re-
pudiated by Gen. Orozco. ’

Wounded, He Seeks Aid.’

Weak from two knife wounds and a bul-
let hole in his shoulder, sustained in an
encounter with two unknown assassins in
the clty of Chihuahua three weeks ago,
KEnrile doubted the intentions of his phy-
sicians, and sought medical treatment in
the United States. )

After a telegram had been sent an-
nouncing his death ecarly yesterday, the
message .being intended to foil his Juarez
enemies, Inrile was placed secretly
aboard a train in Chihuahua, arriving in
Juarez last night.

He would have cscaped the rebel offi-
cials but for the watchfulness of Capt,
Carlos Gonzales, chief immigration oﬂ'icer
in Juarez. Gonzales arrested Enrile, tak-
ing him before Col. Jose Orozco, head of
the garrison, who, notwithstanding the
safe conduct issued by his cousin, Gen./
Pascual Orozco, the rebel chief, made
preparations to execute Enrile.

Begs for His Life.

On bended knees the fugitive begqu
for life, beseeching Col. Pascual Orozco,
sr., father of the military leader, to get
in telegraphic communication with his
son in Chihuahua. The elder Orozco did
g0, and finally released Enrile. Early to-
day Gonzales, who had Dblocked Enrile's
escape, was found dead In a resort, with
a bullet through his brain.

The death of Gonzales, who was a |
classmate at Bucknell College of Christy
Mathewson, the New York National
League pitcher, is unexplained. The gen-
eral impression is that friends of Enrile
caused Gonzales’ death.

“You might as well get Gen. Orozco,”
said Enrile as Ranger Webster led him
to jail. “I came only for medical treat-
ment, but if the American Federal gov-
ernment ‘gets me the revolution has lost
its personal friend and supporter.”

Mexican Consul T.orento today received
word that the rebel forces of Gens. Cam-
pa and Argumendo were routed at Nazaz,
50 miles east of Torreon, by Gen. Blan-
quet and 1,500 federal cavalry, who claim
to have the last remnant of the rebels
surrounded. -

PRESIDENT. IS NOT -T.'O*Lb

Executive, Mrs. Taft and Party
Aboard at the Time.

Officers of Passenger Steamer Say Gov-
ernment Boat Crossed Their Bow
~Afl_:er They Had Signaled They
Wished to Pass to Port—Quick Action
Ends Brief Period of Danger—Execu-
-tive Talks to Negro Studente.

Old Point. Va., June 9.—The presidential
Yacht Mayflower., with the President and
Mrs. Taft and party of their distinguished '
Buests aboard. narrowly escaped a colli-~
sion early today with the steamer North-
land, of the Norfolk and Washingion
Line, not far fram Point Lookout, where
the Potomde River flqws into Chesa-
peake Bay. Only the vigilance of the
ofticers of the Northland and the May-
flower and their.prompl action prevented
what looked for a minute like an acci-
dent.

As it happened. the Northland narrowliy
missed the Mayflower. Officials and one
or two persons on the passenger boat,
who were looking, got a momentary
shock. It was a perfectly still, moon-
light morning, with no sea running. and
the lights of passing wvessels -=ould be
seen for miles. The few passengers
awake showed no signs of panic, but they
Yooked relieved when danger was.over.

In the President’s Party.

The. Mayvflower left Washington last
night about 6:30 o’clock for FHampton
Roads. In addition to the President and-
Mrs. Taft, Gen. William Crozier, Repre-
sentative P. H. Gillet, of Massachusetts:
Clarence H. Kelsey and Mrs. Kelsey, of
New York: Mrs. Francis G. Newlands,
wife of the Nevada senator, and Maj. T.
L. Rhoads, U. S. A, and ILieut. J. W,
Timmons, U. S. N., aids to the Presldent,
were invited guests.

‘The -Northland. on her.regular trip to
0la Point and Norfolk, left Washington
shortly after the. Mayflower. Althougn
she kept the presidential yacht i tight
until dark, and although she l,ex.) e
speedier ‘boat, Capt. Poscy made: uo at-
tempt to pass tHe President. Shortly
after the Northland passed into Chesa-
peake Bay. however, where pthere is
plenty of .sea room. the officer on watch
decided to forge ahead of the Mayflower.
At that time, the navy boat was prob-
ably a third of a mile ahead of the North-
land, and a few hundred yards to the
starboad of the Northland’s course:

“‘Starboard”” Signal Returned.

_ The fragment of moon and plenty of
bright stars made the bay almost light
enough to read by, while there was hardly
a puff of wind. The Northland gave a
gignal that she wished to pass on the
Mayflower's port side. and a few seconds
later came the response-from the yacht,
one whistle, meaning that she wishéd the
Northland to pass, not on the port side,
but on the starboard.

Officers in the Northland's pllot house
were astonished when they heard the
Mayflower's,  one whistle, but _they were
even more surprised when the Mayflower
began slowly to cross her bow. It was
few seconds before they grasped just
what was happening, but when they dil
four or five sharp, short blasts sounded
from the Northland's whistle, meuiin.
“danger, lookout.”

The quartermaster at her wheel re-
ceived a sharp order. He flung the wheel
over, the engines of the Northland were
slowed down, she sheered to starboard
with a shudder, and the Mayflower made
her way .across the Northland’s course
with a gulf of deep green water between
that quickly narrowed to less than 1,000
feet. Once beyond the Northland’s course
the Mayflower seemed to slow up, and the

Northland passed on her starboa.rd quar-

ter.
Incident Kept From President.

The Northland came into Old Point at 7
o'clock this morning on time. The May-
flower dropped anchor off Tort Monroe
shortly after 8 o’clock. Presldent Taft
was not told of the incident this morning,
but it was discussed in the aidroom of
| the Mayflower and among the ofﬁcers of
the Northland.

The President had only one engagement
here today. With Mrs., Taft and their
guests, he took breakfast with Dr. H. B.
Frissell, of Hampton Institute, of which
he-is a trustee. He later watched the in-
stitute battalion drill and attended chapel,
whege he made a brief speech to the stu-
dents, declaring that although education
along scientific lines {is useful, ‘‘voca-
tional” education for the negro Is better,
for the present at least. He shook hands
with several hundred students afterward.

From Hampton the President and his
party were taken aboafd the.U. S. S.
Sylph for a 40-mile trip up the James
River, with a short stop at Jamestown
Island, where the first English settle-
ment in America was made 305 years. ago.
Leaving here on the Mayflower tonight,
the President is due in Washington at
noon tomorrow. .
