Ancestor: Guiseppi Riccardi 

Summary: My father has always mentioned my great grandfather, Guiseppi, but little has been known about him. All I really had was the name, because my father knew so little about him, and what he learned came from his father, who was reserved with regard to the topic of heritage because, as immigrants, the desire was for children to grow up as Americans rather than, in our case, Italians in America. From the records found on Ancestry.com, I have discovered that he was born in Naples, Italy, in 1887, and departed for America from Naples on a ship named The Madonna, arriving in New York City on April 18, 1914. I then found him in the 1920 United States Census records, aged 33, listed as Joseph Riccardo with a household of wife Maggie (30) and sons Vito (4)and Pete (3), living in a rented home in Lock Haven Ward 1, in Clinton county, Pennsylvania. However, this census record states that his arrival was 1906. This specific Joseph Riccardo does not turn up in the 1930 Census records, although no record of his death can be found at this time.  

Records: Guiseppe Riccardo can be found 3rd from the bottom on the boat list as Guiseppe Riccardo, and second family from the bottom on the 1920 census records Joseph Riccardi. 
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
