The Census Record





After searching for an anglicized version of his name, Michael Stanco, and narrowing the search to census, birth, and death records, the second document, a census record from 1930, was found.





			


The census shows that Michael was married with six children, owned a house worth $1,500, was employed, and was a naturalized citizen. However, although Michael had these things, the record shows that he and his family were not well off. The document lists the fact that they do not own a radio, their house is not worth nearly as much as other residents of their area, and Michael worked as a laborer.











Michael Stanco Timeline


-Born in Italy, 26 September 1892.


-Age 16 traveled on the S. S. Montevideo out of Naples.


-Arrived in America May 12, 1909.


-Married Maria D’Andrea (1881-1966), June 15, 1913. 


-Became a U. S. Citizen November 29, 1927. 


-Died November 25, 1962.

This record suggests that Michael had a predetermined plan of action since his record lists a final destination, Glen Cove, in contrast to the majority of passengers whose final destination is unknown. Since he traveled without family and was of a young 


age, this document also suggests that Michael had ventured to America to work.








The Passenger List





The search began by looking for the terms “Michele Arcangelo Stanco” on the main ancestry page. From this search and prior knowledge, the first document was unearthed, a passenger’s list from the S. S. Montevideo, which arrived in New York Harbor on May 12, 1909.
